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Words of Condolences for the Departure of Billy Paul Branham

Today, Thursday, October 19 of this year 2023, at 3:33 in the morning, our brother Billy Paul Branham departed with the Lord, according to the announcement of his brother Joseph Branham on the page “VOICE OF GOD RECORDINGS.” Which has informed us of his departure.https://branham.org/en/articles/10192023_IHadADreamThe Great Tent Cathedral, in Cayey, Puerto Rico, and the congregation and all of the brethren of the Age of the Cornerstone and Dispensation of the Kingdom, in all Latin America, the Caribbean and the entire world, we join the Branham family and all the brothers and sisters who follow the Message of our brother William Branham, prophet messenger of the seventh Church age in North America, with the spirit and power of Elijah in his fourth manifestation and forerunner of the Second Coming of the Lord.We remember the occasion when our brother Branham told us about an event that took place, not in this dimension, but in the sixth dimension, where God allowed him to visit on that occasion… (of the several times he went). On that occasion he tells us in the message “HERE WE HAVE NO CONTINUING CITY,” and also in the book “MY LIFE STORY”…And he tells us here on page 37 of the message “HERE WE HAVE NO CONTINUING CITY,”[bookmark: sdfootnote1anc]1 he tells us (page 42 and 43 and 44 of the book “MY LIFE STORY,” there you can also find that story):[70] I was whistling like that, and I seen an old prairie schooner and a wheel broke down. And standing there by that schooner, stood the most beautiful blond-headed girl with her pretty blue eyes shining, dressed in white. And I had my hat on…my hat. And I passed by, and I said, “Howdy do, miss,” and put my hat back like that.And she said, “Hello, dad.”And I looked around, and I said, “Dad?”She said, “Sure.”I said, “Well, young lady, I beg your pardon.” I said, “I—I…You’re as old as I am. How could I be your daddy?”[JBP] Remember that Sharon, God took her being a baby, and here he sees her as a young lady.[70] She said, “Daddy, don’t you know me?”And I said, “No, ma’am. I’m afraid I don’t.”She said, “You just don’t know where you are, daddy.”And I said, “Well, I…What do you mean?”She said, “Where’s Billy Paul?” That’s her little brother.And I said, “I—I…What is this?”She said, “Daddy, on earth, I was your little Sharon.”I said, “Sharon? My baby?”She said, “Yes, daddy.” Said, “Remember, we’re immortal here. When we come here, we’re not little babies no more. We’re all one age.”And I said, “Oh, honey. Are you Sharon?” She said…I said, “Where’s mother?”[JBP] Remember that she was the first one to depart, and then Sharon departed.[70] Said, “She’s up at your—the new home.”I said, “A home?”Said, “Yeah.”I said, “Well, honey, something wrong here.” I said, “Branhams never had homes. We’re more like the vagabond people.” I said that, “We—we don’t have no home.”She said, “But, daddy, you got one up here.”I looked around over to my right, and there was a great big beautiful home. And there was lights shining up all around.She said, “Mother’s waiting for you. I’m going to wait here for Billy.”[JBP] Notice, it shows us there that Billy Paul was going to depart, that he would be a witness of the resurrection.Now, there is something very beautiful in this, because although we are heartbroken when a loved one leaves us, and we have hope, which the apostle Paul spoke to us that at the Last Trumpet they (the departed) will return, they will be resurrected[bookmark: sdfootnote2anc]2…; and we have that hope when a relative, brother, sister, believer in the Lord departs; because we rest in that promise that we will see them again.But notice that not so with the other people, which we are not sure where they go; although we have knowledge that there is a waiting place, in which they will be resurrected after the Millennium, to be judged, and they are not part of the first resurrection.But we rest in those promises, in those who leave, and who have made contact with eternal life and have believed the Message of their age.But here, notice, Billy was already expected in a place; therefore, the brethren who leave us and we do not have a spoken confirmation by a prophet of the place where they are going, we only rest on the promises.And here we rest on the promises that we know where they are going, and where Billy Paul is going, but we also have a confirmation of where he is. And that is a second confirmation and a second consolation, of where Billy Paul is at this moment.We are more than one hundred percent sure, based on the promises, where it was spoken, that He was “going to prepare a place for you” (John, chapter 14). See, there we have those theophanies, and we rest on those promises, and by faith we believe them. But here we have a spoken confirmation from a vindicated prophet of God, of where Billy Paul is: he is with his little sister, he is with his mother and he is with our beloved brother William Marrion Branham.Meaning that, for the Branham family and for all the brethren: we have that Word and that confirmation of the place where he is.[Dr. Jose B. Perez] Now, here he tells us that he turned… I have both places, both “MY LIFE STORY” as well as “HERE WE HAVE NO CONTINUING CITY.” In some of them they put some details, maybe he spoke some details here; but look here, he goes on saying… In “MY LIFE STORY,”[bookmark: sdfootnote3anc]3 he says:278 And I turned and looked, and there was great big palaces, and the Glory of God coming up around them. And I heard an Angelic choir singing, “My Home, sweet Home.” I started up a long steps, running just as hard as I could. And when I got to the door, there she stood, a white garment on, that black hair, long, holding down her back. She raised out her arms, as she always did when I come home tired from work or something. I caught her by the hands, and I said, “Honey, I seen Sharon down there.” I said, “She made a pretty girl, didn’t she?”279 She said, “Yes, Bill.” She said, “Bill.” Put her arms around me, (and she said) just around my shoulders, she started patting me, she said, “Stop worrying about me and Sharon.”I said, “Honey, I can’t help it.”280 She said, “Now Sharon and I are better off than you are.” And said, “Don’t worry about us no more. Will you promise me?”281 And I said, “Hope,” I said, “I’ve been so lonesome for you and for Sharon, and Billy cries all the time for you.”[JBP] Now see, Billy will not cry anymore. He is happy! And he is united with them and with brother Branham, and he is much better than us; because there is no more suffering, there is no more sadness, there is no more pain, there is no more sickness. Everything is happiness.[281] I said, “I don’t know what to do with him.”282 And she said, “It’ll be all right, Bill.”[Dr. Jose B. Perez] Now, in the book of Quotations it shows us that at this end time God has promised to be in the midst of His Church, giving that Rapturing Faith to all of the Church-Bride that is ready to be raptured, but does not have the Rapturing Faith; because to be raptured the Church-Bride needs the Voice of the Seven Thunders.And there is a place where brother Branham shows us that Tent, that [WMB] “that tabernacle,” how he calls it there. And it says on page 74, paragraph 638[bookmark: sdfootnote4anc]4:638 – “[4] …the morning that the cornerstone was to be laid, about early, about six o’clock (...)5 And I remember that morning when I had wakened up, and laying in the room, in the upstairs right here on Seventh Street. Something said, ‘Rise up to your feet ([JBP] or on your feet).’ And I got up. And I saw, as it was, a great place, and it was like a—a—a place where they would…a river run in the valley. And I got down there to the river and I understood it was a place where John the Baptist had been baptizing the people, and they had turned it into a hog lot. And I was very critical of it, just saying that it should not be done.6 And while I was there, there was a—a Voice spoke to me and took me up, and I noticed this tabernacle in just about the state it’s in right now ([JBP] and that is the Cornerstone, above). But there were so many people till they were just packed all in, in the tabernacle, in this condition, about the state it’s at now. And I— I was happy, standing behind the pulpit, saying, ‘God, how good You are to give me a tabernacle.’7 And, at that time, the Angel of the Lord spake to me, and said, ‘But this is not your tabernacle.’”[JBP] And he writes there:[WSS] «A valley, a river, and a tabernacle».[WSS] «This is not your tabernacle».[WSS] «Whose is it?».[Dr. Jose B. Perez] Notice, also on page 12, of paragraph 96, of this book of Quotations[bookmark: sdfootnote5anc]5:96 – “[49] Now, it’s written between the lines lot of times.50 When we get our big tent up out here somewhere, we’ll take plenty of time and go through them in-between the lines. Watch the resurrection thing how it moves in there.”[JBP] And he writes: [WSS] «In the Tent = the resurrection».[JBP] It will be in the midst of that revival that the resurrection will happen. And our brother Billy Paul will be a witness of the resurrection.In a letter where he answered me, referring to the invitation that I made to him for the inauguration of The Great Tent Cathedral, in the year 2019; on November 7, 2019 he sends me the answer, and in a small part he says:I appreciate your letter. And if I see my father before you, it will be an honor to tell him that you believed what he said; and it wasn’t him, but it was God speaking through him. And we know that if God thought it, and brother Branham spoke it, I believe it; and that settles it.God bless you.[JBP] Our brother Billy Paul will be with us soon!
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
